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Purpose of Tech Note:

The purpose of this Tech Note is to show how to migrate from a J1939R router to the J1939R/B
router. Discuss the differences between the units and provide the steps necessary for the new
gateway to use the old configuration for a seamless migration.

The J1939R/B has all the functionalities as its predecessor, additionally it supports the following:
Modbus protocol, Device Level Ring (DLR) and CIP originator for EtherNet/IP applications.

The hardware and power consumption are quite different, please look at the below screen
capture where the functionalities and hardware specifications are highlighted.

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ISteps on how to use the configuration from the old J1939R to the new J1939R/B]|

There are two ways to convert the configuration from a J1939R to the J1939R/B gateway. The
first is by exporting the configuration and the second is via a saved project, we will go in detail
on both.

A - Exporting the configuration
